magnetic switch using this groove. (Proximity switch bracket is not necessary.)

3-2. Gripping force

(1) Standard for selecting a model
Select the model that provides a gripping force 10 to 20 times the workpiece weight, though
a gripping force varies depending on the shape or friction coefficient between jaws and
workpiece. Also, select a model having larger gripping force if large acceleration or shock
acts.

(2) Gripping force
The specified gripping force could be output when gripping the workpiece at 2° open
position of the master jaw due to the toggle mechanism of this product. If gripping the
workpiece at more than 2° open position of the master jaw, the gripping force should be
significantly smaller than specified.

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4. Use

This product supplies pneumatic pressure to the unit to move the jaws to close side for
gripping the workpiece and transfers the workpiece up to any location. After transfer, the
jaws are moved to open side for removing the workpiece.

5-3. Installing the switches

(1) Installing the magnetic switch
Install a commercial magnetic switch in the magnetic switch mounting groove on the

side face of the body.
@ Adjustment of close position
Move the master jaw to the close position.
Insert the magnetic switch into the mounting groove on the close confirmation side
until it operates.
Clamp the switch with setscrews.
Open and close the master jaw to confirm that the switch detects it.

*In the case of workpiece external gripping, make the above-mentioned adjustment with
the workpiece gripped.

6. Maintenance and Checking

6-1. Periodic checking

- Before work or at the grease supply, move the jaws over full stroke to check that the
jaws are within the full stroke range.

- At the end of work, clean the gripper body and sliding surfaces with an air gun.

- At least every three months, check that respective bolts have been tightened.

6-2. Maintenance interval

* The interval between maintenance is 1 million cycles. After 1 million times open and
close, disassemble the gripper, and clean, inspect, replace the seals, apply grease,
and reassemble the gripper.

6-3. Grease supply

(1) Filling location
- Supply grease from the front face. After that, open and close the jaws several times
without gripping the workpiece.
(2) Grease used
- Be sure to use the specified grease listed below. If unspecified grease is used,
adequate effect may not be obtained.

(3) Supply frequency
= Supply the grease once per 1 million cycles.

+ Increase the supply frequency according to the operating conditions such as the
use of large quantity of water-soluble coolant.

@® Grease supply is important to use the grease for along period of time under
best condition. Lack of grease supply will cause reduced gripping force,
operation failure due to low pressure, reduced gripping accuracy, abnormal
wear, or seizure. Reduced gripping force causes the workpiece to fly out.

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6-4. Disassembly

Disassembly procedure
By referring to the parts list on page 5, disassemble the product through the procedure

below:

(1) Disconnect the air piping.

(2) Remove the cylinder fixing bolt (No.N13) and remove the cylinder (No.02).

(3) Loosen the piston fixing bolt (No.N12) and remove the piston (No.08).

(4) Remove the pilot boss (N0.07).

(5) Loosen the cover fixing bolt (No.NO3) and remove the cover (No.05).

(6) Loosen the setscrew (No.N16) and remove the pin (No.N06).

(7) Remove the piston rod (No.03).

(8) Remove the spring pin (No.N17) and remove the lever pin A (No.N04) and lever pin
B (No.NO5).

(9) Remove the master jaw (N0.04) and lever (No.06).

Reassemble the product through reverse procedure of disassembly while applying the
grease.

@ Be sure to tighten the bolts with the specified torque. Lack or tightening
torque or excessive torque could break the bolt, causing the workpiece to
fly out.
